How to get to Alaska Fire Service 
1) Drive to the intersection of Airport Way and the Steese Highway.  
2) Drive to Ft Wainwright Visitors’ Center, 4470 Gaffney Rd, Fort Wainwright, AK 99703  
a. Park your car.
b. Bring proof of insurance, driver’s license, and vehicle registration into the building and present this info to the guard at the desk.
c. The guard at the desk will look over your documents and then, assuming you meet the standard, will issue you a temporary pass to access Ft Wainwright.
3) Get back in the car, and drive to the checkpoint.  Present your pass to the soldiers, and you are now on base.
4) [bookmark: _GoBack]Drive to Alaska Fire Service (also shown as Bureau of Land Management on some maps), 1541 Gaffney Rd, Fort Wainwright, AK 99703.  Follow the road around the runway to the parking lot on your right just after Marks Street.  Be advised that speed limits are restrictive and well enforced.  Once inside the building, please sign in at the desk immediately to your left
